Public Art Visitation

If you were absent on our Art Visitation Day, Friday, May 31st, please complete the following to make up the missed credit.  Find a piece of art that is displayed publicly.  There also must be information on the artist, the medium, and the creation year[s].  Do not research the piece of art until you have completed step three.  If you go to a museum, be sure to include a ticket stub for your [small amount of] extra credit. 

All is to be handwritten and turned in to the inbox for 10 points process credit.

1. Physical Description.  Spend 10 or so minutes describing the physical aspects of both the art and the environment in which it is presented.  Describe the art in detail, and be certain to explain how/where the art is displayed.  Remember, I should be able to understand what it looks like without having been there.

2. Description of the public’s interaction with the art.  Spend some time describing how people interact with the art.  What do they say?  What do they do?  You also might want to note demographic information about the people so you could look for trends…

3. WITHOUT READING ANY INFORMATION ABOUT THE PIECE, attempt to explain what this piece of art is intending to do.  What is the artist’s purpose?  What is the intended message?  

4. Research.  Ask someone, find information at the site, or do some internet research about both the piece of art and the artist.  

5. Answer.  Does this additional information help you understand the art?  Explain how this information has changed your view of the art, the artist, the type of art, or the world.
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
